MARLAND BROWN WAS BORN IN JENNETTE, ARKANSAS TO GARLAND
& OZELLA BROWN AND TO THIS UNION 11 SIBLINGS WERE BORN. HE
CONFESSED CHRIST AT AN EARLY AGE AT THE PILGRIM REST M.B.
CHURCH IN JENNETTE, ARKANSAS. MARLAND ATTENDED EARLE
SCHOOL DISTRICT. MARLAND WAS ALWAYS TAUGHT THE VALUE OF
WORK, AND HE WAS VERY TALENTED IN AREAS OF REPAIRING CARS,
BUILDING, ELECTRICAL WORK & GARDENING.

MARLAND BROWN WAS MARRIED TO EVERLEAN BARNES AT TWIST
FARM ON OCTOCBER 16, 1970, AND TO THIS UNION THEY HAD ONE

TO BE GOD PARENTS OF MINISTER FELIX DUCKWORTH, JR. IN
SEPTEMBER 2003 & DARIUS DUCKWORTH IN APRIL 2006.



MARLAND WAS BLESSED TO BE APART OF A LARGE FAMILY THAT HE
LOVED AND CHERISHED. HIS FAMILY CONSISTED OF: GARLAND, JR.,
ROXANNA, JEFF, HENRY LEE, DOROTHY, PAUL, FANNIE, RANDOLPH,
MARLAND, ODELL, OLA REEN, RICKY. TO THIS FAMILY HAD A HOST OF
NIECES AND NEWPHEWS WHO LOVED “UNCLE MARLAND”.

MARLAND WAS EMPLOYED AT SANYO MANUFACTURING FOR A FEW
YEARS, BUT HE TOOK ANOTHER JOB WITH FORREST CITY WATER
DEPT. FOR OVER 40 YEARS. MARLAND QUICKLY MOVED UP IN THE
COMPANY AND RETIRED AS THE SUPERINTENDENT.

MARLAND WAS A FAITHFUL DEACON AT THE RIVERSIDE M.B. CHURCH
UNDER THE LEADERSHIP OF PASTOR ROBERT L. FRANKLIN FOR
MANY YEARS. THE LORD PRICKED HIS HEART, AND AFTER RUNNING
FROM THE CALL HE ACCPETED TO PROCLAIM THE GOSPEL IN MARCH
1994. ONCE ORDAINED HE WAS ASKED TO PASTOR RIVERSIDE M.B.
CHURCH WITH PASTOR FRANKLIN STILL ACTIVE.

MARLAND ACCEPTED AND REMAINED FAITHFUL UNTIL HIS HEALTH
DECLINED. UNDER PASTOR BROWN'’S LEADERSHIP AND WITH THE
HELP OF GOD, RIVERSIDE MOVED INTO ITS PRESENT LOCATION.
MANYSOULS WERE ADDED TO THE CHURCH, AND THE CHURCH
EXPERIENCED SPIRITUAL GROWTH UNDER PASTOR BROWN'S
LEADERSHIP. THE LORD BLESSED HIM WITH A FAITHFUL AND STRONG
MINISTERIAL STAFF. PASTOR BROWN OFTEN SAID PUBLICLY, “ONCE

BROWN LOVED TO WORK IN HIS GARDEN AND FISH WHENEVER THE
TIME PERMITTED. HIS LOVE FOR GOD’S WORD AND PEOPLE HE
TRULY ENJOYED. HIS SMILE WAS CAPTIVATING AND MEMORABLE.
ONCE YOU MET HIM IN PERSON, HE WOULD NEVER FORGET YOU.

IN 2023 PASTOR BROWN'’S HEALTH STARTED TO DECLINE, AND HE
WAS CALLED HOME IN LITTLE ROCK AT UAMS. HIS FAMILY STOOD BY
HIS SIDE AND WAS THERE EVERYDAY UNTIL HIS FINAL BREATH.
PASTOR BROWN LOOKED AT HIS SON AND SAID, “PLEASE WAYNE LET
ME GO

HIS WISHES WERE HONORED AS HE CLOSED HIS EYES WITH A
SMILEON HIS FACE.

PASTOR BROWN IS PRECEDED IN DEATH BY HIS “LOVE” FIRST LADY
